When I was in Haiti in August (2009) helping to plant churches with Pastor Benoit and a team that came with me, we had an outstanding miracle.  It was one of the nights we had a crusade in a village that did not have a church.  After music, preaching the gospel, and an altar call (which was less than enthusiastically received), we invited people to get into lines if they wanted to be prayed for.  One of the pastors who was at the head of a prayer line, had a man in his line who had a short leg, about 4 or 5 inches too short.  It was also withered from lack of use, and his foot was twisted and deformed.  He walked with the aid of one of those metal polio-type crutches.  The pastor kneeled down and put both hands around the man’s knee and began to pray.  There was a loud “POP” and the leg began to grow right under his hands.  It became the same length as the other, it filled out, and the deformed foot became normal.

The pastor told the man to walk.  The man said he couldn’t walk without his crutch.  The pastor said, “walk!”  The man’s brother said, “He can’t walk without his crutch.”  The pastor said, “You asked to be prayed for. God has healed you, now walk!”  The man began to hesitantly take a couple of steps.  Lots of eyes were on him.  When he realized that he could walk…and jump…he RAN home to tell the rest of his family!
As usual, we invited everyone to come the next day to the same location and sign up for a Bible study, and told them they would receive a free Bible.  Boy!  The turn-out the next day was huge!  God made a real impression that night!  The nuclei of three churches were planted that week in three different villages.
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
